Mallorca (or Majorca) is the largest of Spain’s 
Balearic Islands, with a long and fascinating 
history. Outside Palma, Mallorca's capital 
city, highlights include Valldemossa, Serra 
de Tramuntana and Sóller. In the north, 
Alcúdia has Roman remains, Cap Formentor 
offers breathtaking views, and there’s the 
attractive town and port of Pollensa. In 
the southwest, visit Santa Ponsa, Andratx 
town and port, and the luxury marina of 
Puerto Portals. East coast resorts include 
Cala d’Or and the tranquil former fishing 
village of Porto Colom. The Mediterranean 
climate makes Mallorca a great destination 
for different types of holiday throughout the 
year and guides and tourist information are 
available on this site.

PALMA - The city of Palma has changed 
considerably, thanks to city planning and 
extensive renovation measures in the 
old town. The so-called ‘pearl of the 
Mediterranean’ is today more beautiful than 
ever, and the Mediterranean flair which 
attracts millions of visitors each year can be 

felt in every corner. In 2015, ‘The 
Sunday Times’ named it the "world’s 
best place in which to live".

In the 19th century, the city 
experienced economic growth with 
the expansion of shipping businesses 
and an increase in the population.

During the 1950s mass tourism to 
the island brought some drastic 
changes. Mallorca became one of 
the top destination for tourism in 
Spain. This booming tourism brought 
with it economic growth and high 
employment on the island.

In 1983 the Balearic Islands became 
one of Spain’s autonomous regions, 
with Palma its capital. Millions of 
tourists visit the city of Palma each 
year and it is widely considered to 
be one of the most beautiful cities in 
Europe.

VALLDEMOSSA - The town of Valldemossa is only around 15-20 minutes’ drive from Palma 
de Mallorca into the Tramuntana mountains, but feels a world away from the capital. best-
known as the place where the Polish composer Frédéric Chopin and his lover, the French 
writer George Sand, spent the winter of 1838/9, staying in rented rooms in the monastery.
